	RSI indicated?
	

	ABCD and LEMON (Look – Evaluate – Mallimpatti – Obstruction – Neck)
	

	Child Preparation:
	

	· Previous grade of intubation?
· Patient fasting status?
· Pass NG & aspirate
	· Pre-oxygenate
· Patient condition optimised
· Positioning of patient (shoulder roll/pillow) 
· C-sPine stable?
	

	Team Preparation - Are additional team members required?
                                    Are they needed nearby? 
                                    Consider Anaesthetics/ENT
	

	EQUIPMENT AND MONITORING
	

	Monitoring visible and audible to the team leader including:
· SaO2
· ETCO2
· ECG
· BP cycling every 1 minute
	

	Yankeur suction (working and accessible to right side of airway)
	

	ETT x 2 appropriate size +/- 0.5
	

	ET cuff checked and lubricated
	

	5ml syringe for ET cuff
	

	2 working laryngoscopes – with blades of team leaders choice
	

	T piece & mask, catheter mount & HME Filter
	

	Stethoscope
	

	McGill’s
	

	Bougie +/- stylet
	

	Guedel/nasopharyngeal airway/LMA/Surgical airway kit accessible
	

	Tinc Benz & Tapes
	

	DRUGS & ACCESS
	

	Ensure no blockage to flow (e.g. BP cuff on different limb)
	

	Drugs (see overleaf for doses)
	

	Modification to standard drug dosages
	

	Volume  - NaCl 0.9% 10-20mls/kg or PPS 5% 10-20mls/kg
	

	TEAM & SAFETY BRIEF
	

	Assign roles:
	

	· Team leader
· 1st Intubator and Intubator
· Cricoid Pressure
	· Intubator’s Assistant
· Drugs
· NG aspirator
· CPR (if required)
	

	Team Leader to vocalise and confirm plan:
A. Primary intubation plan
B. Secondary intubation plan
C. FAILED INTUBATION – MAINTAINING OXYGENATION AND VENTILATION
D. CAN’T INTUBATE CANT VENTILATE
	

	Any other anticipated problems
	

	POST-INTUBATION CHECKLIST
	

	Check ETCO2, air entry bilaterally, BP satisfactory
	

	Maintain anaesthesia & paralysis, consider analgesia
	

	If problems consider D.O.P.E
· D: dislodged ETT
· O: Obstruction (blocked tube, tube at carina/down RMB or blocked airway
· P: Pneumothorax (tension)
· E: Equipment (Failure of oxygen flow from ventilator or oxygen points
